W h a t  i s  I n t e g r a t e d  Pe s t   

M a n a g e m e n t  ( I PM ) ?  
 

By definition IPM is a  

process involving common 

sense and sound solutions 

for treating and controlling 

pests. These solutions incor-

porate three basic steps:  

1)  Inspection  

(2)  Identification                

(3)  Treatment 

Suppression of invading pests is the goal—

not elimination.  Destructive insects are  

integral to the food-chain of other creatures 

that are beneficial to one’s landscape.  A  

regularly scheduled seasonal program, deters 

over-population avoiding major infestations 

that can destroy valuable plants in a short 

amount of time. 

Proper diagnostics, specific treatment, 

and timing determines the successful  

outcome of protecting your trees, shrubs, and 

lawn from harmful diseases and destructive 

pests.  The dollar-value of a professional 

IPM Program is enormous when  

homeowners are confronted with layman’s  

advice, tools on hand for application, and  

disposal of hazardous chemicals now stored 

in garages or garden sheds.

F a l l  W e b w o r m  

Fall webworm is beginning to 

make its annual appearance. 

Look for the web-like nests at 

the ends of tree branches at 

this time of year and  

throughout October. 

L a c e  B u g  

A fall application is your best 

defense against over-population 

of lace bugs in the spring. Both 

adults and nymphs pierce the 

leaf surface and feed on the 

plant’s sap—causing mottling 

of the leaf surface. High pest 

popu lat ions  can  c ause  

defoliation and ultimately death of the plant.  

Sp i d e r  M i t e s  

Spider mites do the most  

damage in late summer. They 

limit plant growth and when 

major infestation occurs could 

cause the plant to die. 

Sl u g s  

Slugs are starting their massive 

egg-laying cycle making sure 

their off-spring have a seat at 

your landscape’s banquet in the 

spring. Slugs can devour young 

seedlings overnight and hostas 

are just one of their favorite    

salads of choice.

Although 

their adult-life span is short it 

is the larvae (also called leather 

jackets) produced from their 

eggs that feed on the root crowns of your 

grass—leaving large bare patches.  

L i m e  Ap p l i c a t i o n  

Fall is the best time of year to apply lime. 

Lime replenishes calcium thereby sweetening 

the soil. Soil in the Pacific Northwest tends to 

be acidic due to heavy rainfall and the  

presence of coniferous trees (pines, firs, cedars, 

etc.). An application of lime will improve lawn 

color and density. 

Ae r a t i o n  a n d  F e r t i l i z i n g  

Fall aerating and fertilizing is the best thing 

you can do for your lawn. It helps your lawn 

recover from summer’s stresses, gets it ready 

for winter’s dormancy, and readies it for next 

spring’s growth.  Aeration of your lawn also 

stimulates root growth, optimizes water  

penetration, improves fertilizer response, and     

increases gas exchange between soil and air.
