Lace Bug Lace Bug ID

Lace Bug Alert!

Description: The adult has a lacelike
pattern of ridges and membranous areas
on its wings and upper body surface. The
lace bug sucks the juices from foliage
causing a yellow spotting, then browning,

followed by leaves dropping from the
plant.

Symptoms : Many small, black, varnish-
like spots of excrement on the underside
of leaves (noticeably on rhodendrums and
azaleas underside) and discolored foliage
are evidence of lace bug infestation.

Life Cycle : Eggs, nymphs, and adults all
may be on a plant at the same time. Both
adults and nymphs suck sap and cause
leaves to be off-colored, speckled, and
yellowed and to drop.

Identifying
Some Common
Tree & Shrub Problems

Spider Mites

Spider mites do the most
damage in late summer. They
limit plant growth and when left
untreated the plant may die.

Aphids

Aphids, also called plant lice, are
sap-sucking insects. They like
tender new growth found on the
actively growing branch ends of
roses, flowers, ornamentals, and
fruit trees.
secretion of honey-dew can
attract large populations of ants
and yellow jackets.

Scale

Scale looks as natural as a bump
on a log. If scale is widespread, its
motionless feeding can destroy a
plant in a very brief time.

Root Weevils

Root weevils tend to forage on
new or current growth. Most
damage will be noticed on
rhododendrons, azaleas, and |
viburnum. Root weevils leave a |
characteristic notching pattern
on the edges of leaves. RO

ot Weevil

insects.
